AKC Advanced Titles 
New from AKC effective February 12, 2012 are 
three new Pointing Breed Hunting Test titles: 
Junior Hunter Advanced (JHA) 
Senior Hunter Advanced (SHA) 
Master Hunter Advanced (MHA) 
Per the AKC’s announcement “The creation of 
the Advanced titles is meant to encourage 
owners to improve upon the skills of their dog in 
the field by providing a slightly more difficult test 
that is not out of reach for the majority of owners 
thus providing them an incentive to remain 
active within their club and sport.” 
 
The Advanced titles are earned by passing five 
(5) additional tests with an average qualifying 
score of **8 or higher** after earning the initial 
title at a particular test level.  Unlike the original 
title, the AKC does not track progress towards 
an advanced title.  Instead it is the responsibility 
of the owner to maintain the documentation.  
For anyone interested you will need the 
following form which is available on the AKC 
website:

You will need to take a copy of this form to tests 
with you as the test secretary needs to record 
your score and sign to verify each qualifying leg.  
After the five qualifying passes are completed 
you will need to submit the completed form to 
AKC for verification and recording (keep a copy 
for your records as well).   If you want a title 
certificate it can be ordered at the time the 
records are submitted, one will not automatically 
be sent.  Advanced titles supersede the initial 
title at the same level.  A title earned at a higher 
level will supersede an Advanced title earned at 
a lower level. 
Some questions that have come up so far; 
Q: My dog earned scores that averaged over 8 
while working towards an initial title, can I count 
those towards my Advanced title? 
A: No.  The initial title must be completed prior 
to accumulating qualifying passes for an 
Advanced title. 
Q: My dog earned scores that averaged over 8 
last year after earning an initial title, can I count 
those towards my Advanced title? 
A: No.  The Advanced title program became 
effective on February 1, 2012.  Any scores 
earned before that date can’t be counted 
towards an Advanced title. 
Q: My dog earned scores that averaged over 8 
this spring (after February 1) after earning an  

 
initial title but I wasn’t aware of the new program, can I 
count those towards my Advanced title? 
A: Yes as long as you can secure the documentation.  
You will need to go back to the test secretary of the 
event(s) where you earned the qualifying pass and get 
them to sign off on the Pointing Breed Hunting Test 
Advanced Title Application Form.

Judges Education 

So Why Can't Everyone Just 
Be Happy? 

 
I recently read an article in Show Site magazine on the 
two extremes (of exhibitors) at dog shows. One extreme 
is the exhibitor who is just out for a social outing. 
Everything should be fun and it's all about the weekend 
out with their dog. Type, structure, movement, the current 
state of their breed, judging issues etc. are of little 
interest and those who are interested in those things are 
just considered "bad sports" or "too serious." The other 
extreme is the extremely competitive person who is there 
for one thing only – winning. They have little time for 
socializing, little time for even talking about the "breed" 
issues. Their only goal is to win with their dog and the 
rest is inconsequential.  
 
Is there middle ground? What about the "old times" when 
people actually came to dog shows to evaluate breeding 
stock? They came to dog shows to discuss with friends 
and allies in the sport what the future of their breed might 
be. They stood around the ring and analyzed every dog. 
They discussed type. They picked out dogs in the ring 
that they liked and didn't like and discussed the issues 
with others. They had friendly arguments about the goals 
of breeding their particular breed. They might even be 
alarmed that a certain "type" of dog seemed to be 
winning when they felt that "type" of dog does not 
represent the essence of the breed as they know it and 
understand it. They discussed their alarm with others. 
AND, they were not considered bad sports. They were 
considered concerned and dedicated fanciers and 
activists (if I may!) for the breed.  
 
Sometimes when a person is new to showing dogs, they 
don't understand why anyone would ever critique a dog. 
They see it as mere jealousy or someone who is just  
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"mean" as Taylor Swift so well put it at the 
Grammy's this year. Is there room for another 
explanation? Perhaps there is something else 
going on?  Being a breeder is being a caretaker 
of the breed. It is a serious and daunting task.  
Some do not understand the AKC system. It is 
the responsibility of every breed club to train 
judges. The AKC judges rely on the Parent Club 
for each breed to teach them and train them 
how to judge their own individual breed. Many 
breeders do not take it lightly when they see 
what they consider a fantastic example of their 
breed being beaten by an inferior dog. Is it 
JUST jealousy? Could it possibly be concern for 
the breed?  
 
So, before we start talking about the "bad sport," 
let’s step back and think about our breed. Let’s 
ask our friends who are objective and 
forthcoming to help us to see our own dogs’ 
strengths and weaknesses. Let’s set aside the 
two extremes of the dog show world and see if 
we can find a middle ground. Let’s ask 
ourselves if the top winning dogs in our breed 
do or do not fit what we believe the breed 
standard to be. If someone doesn’t like the 
winning dogs, then why not? Are they just 
jealous, or is there actually a different agenda?  
 
So yes, of course, we should celebrate our 
friends’ victories, but if a win is at odds with our 
core convictions about the direction the breed 
should take (and every breed does have a 
direction it's going, just like everything else in 
life), then how should we handle this? How can 
we help?  
 
Oh, and if you are just one of those jealous "bad 
sports," then stop it and open your eyes so you 
can help your breed! Be a good sport by seeing 
the large picture. Try to see the whole thing. Try 
to educate yourself and ask tough questions 
about your own dogs as well as those of others.

AKC Titles 

It was a successful first quarter for spinone in all areas of 
competition!  12 spins finished their Championship and 7 
finished their Grand.  There are 4 new Junior Hunters 
and 1 new Master Hunter.  In companion sports, 4 spins 
earned agility titles, 3 earned obedience titles, 6 earned 
rally titles and 1 spin earned his tracking dog title.  
Included in the companion sport numbers are 2 spins that 
earned multiple titles.  Congratulations to all these 
talented and hardworking teams! 

But what exactly do those agility titles mean?  In AKC 
agility there are 4 classes in which dogs may earn titles:  
Standard, Jumpers With Weaves (“JWW”), FAST and 
Time2Beat, and 4 levels at which they play: novice, open, 
excellent and masters.  Standard was the first class the 
AKC introduced.  The course contains all of the 
obstacles:  jumps, spread jumps, contacts (a frame, 
dogwalk, teeter and table), tunnels, chute and weave 
poles.  JWW was introduced soon after; as you might 
think it contains jumps and weave poles, although it may 
also contain tunnels.  In each of these classes the judge 
sets a course.  There is an 8 minute period when the 
handlers may walk the course (without their dogs of 
course) to learn where the dogs need to go and to decide 
on a plan for handling them.  The amount of time the 
dogs have to run the course is determined by the 
yardage and by the level, with novice dogs required to 
run the least yards per second and excellent and masters 
dogs required to run the most.  As you progress through 
the levels, the courses also get harder and the number of 
faults you may have and still qualify decrease until you 
get to master where you must be perfect to qualify. 

Agility is a scored event.  Each dog enters with ring with a 
perfect 100; faults such as a refusal (stopping or spinning 
in front of the obstacle or running past it), a wrong course 
(taking an obstacle out of sequence or the wrong end of 
the tunnel), table fault (coming off the table before the 
judge has indicated 5 seconds have passed) or time 
faults (completing the course over the allotted course  
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time) results in deductions.  Other faults, such 
as not getting at least part of one paw in the end 
zone of a contact or dropping a bar result in an 
automatic non-qualifying run ( an “NQ”).   

In order to title at the novice, open and excellent 
levels the dog must have 3 qualifying runs.  To 
title at the masters level the dog must have 10 
qualifying runs.  The basic titles dogs may earn 
from the standard class are Novice Standard 
“NA” Open Standard “OA” Excellent Standard 
“AX” and Masters Standard “MX.”  From the 
JWW class they are Novice Jumpers “NAJ” 
Open Jumpers “OAJ” Excellent Jumpers “AXJ” 
and Masters Jumpers “MXJ.” 

The height of the jumps, table and A-frame for 
each dog is determined by it’s the height at its 
withers, as measured by a “VMO” (Volunteer 
Measuring Official).  There are 5 regular AKC 
jumps height:  8, 12, 16, 20 and 24 inches, as 
well as 26” which is optional but never required.  
Handlers may opt to jump their dog at the 
required height or any higher height.  Handler 
may also choose to enter their dog at 1 jump 
height (i.e., 4 inches) lower, in the Preferred 
class.  Originally implemented for older dogs, 
many handlers are now running their dogs in 
Preferred from the start because they feel it’s a 
more appropriate jump height for their dog or 
because they need the extra 5 seconds allowed 
on the course time.  Preferred dogs earn titles 
equivalent to regular dogs but with a “P” in 
them: NAP, OAP, AXP, MXP, NJP, OJP, AJP, 
MJP.   

Beyond masters are the agility championship 
titles:  MACH PACH and PAX.  It’s not 
coincidental that the acronym for Master Agility 
Champion is synonymous with speed!  To earn 
a MACH a dog must qualify in masters standard 
and JWW on the same day (a “double Q” or 
“QQ”) 20 times and also earn 750 speed points.  
Speed points are earned on qualifying masters 
runs, 1 point for every second the dog finishes 
under course time.  Naturally we all hope for a 
dog that is the perfect balance of speed and 
accuracy, one that will earn its 20th QQ and 
750th point on the same run.  In reality some 
dogs are wicked fast but inconsistent, amassing 
thousands of points but struggling with 
consistency to earn the doubles.  Other dogs 
are steady but slow, easily racking up the 
double Q’s but dribbling in the points 2 and 3 at 
a time.  After earning a MACH, dogs may keep 
playing and add a numeric for each additional 
20 QQ/750 point combo.   

 

For the first few years of the Preferred Agility program the 
highest title was masters and so the AKC recognized 
achievement beyond MXP/MJP by adding a number for 
every 10 Q’s (i.e., MXP2).  It then added the Preferred 
Agility Excellent (“PAX”) suffix title, awarded for earning 
20 QQ’s in the Preferred class.  Just a year ago it 
instituted the PACH program, acknowledging that 
Preferred dogs can be true agility champions.  Like the 
MACH it requires 20 QQ’s and 750 speed points. 

And the AKC didn’t stop there -- it added 2 more classes, 
milestone titles for regular dogs and some versatility 
titles, to be discussed next time……
